USING DISASSEMBLING WEDGE LOOSENING TILES

Place the lower part of the disassembling wedge Lift the tile and push the disassembling wedge further
underneath the tile needing to be disengaged and beneath the tile, until the highest part of the wedge is
gently press on the adjacent tile. underneath the tile. Slowly start pulling the tile upwards.

Finally, lift the entire tile loose.
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
